Draft MINUTES OF 24th MEETING OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 

    The Executive Committee met at 10.00 A.M. on Saturday the 8th Apr.,2006 in Community Centre-I, due to poor attendance postponed by 30minutes and meeting started at 10.30 AM. List of members present is annexed. 

1)  Approval of minutes of the previous meeting:

The draft minutes of the 22nd and 23rd meeting were discussed and were approved with some corrections.

    2)    Approval of Expenditure for Mar 06

Treasurer presented the receipt and expenditure statement for the period 1/3/06 to 31/3/06. The closing balance as on 31/3/06 was 1613051. After some discussion, EC approved the expenditure subject to audit.

At this stage President informed EC that Rs. 25000/- have been with held from the Feb. 06 bill of security agency as a penalty towards defiance of services evidenced with respect to constructions which took place near community centre-II, and wanted to know the ECs view with regard to release of the same as there is persistent request from the agency. Some members objected to taking up of the issue from no where and requested to stick to the agenda. Some members also suggested that the security agency be informed in writing, about the penalty. Finally, EC decided that as there is no written request received from the security agency there is no use discussing this issue at this stage.

1) Expenditure approval 

a) Table Tennis and Carom boards: EC approved the proposal for expenditure for purchase of necessary equipment for Table Tennis, caroms board and chess be incurred including fans, in pursuance of the decision of earlier meeting that recreational facilities be created in the basement of the Community Centre-1

b) Infrastructure items: EC also approved the proposal for expenditure for purchase of three number of tables, one almirah and two number of air coolers, 24 chairs for Community Centre -2 be incurred.

c) Children Parks part-1: EC decided that necessary expenditure for setting up of first phase of the children parks as recommended by the sub-committee set up for this purpose be incurred to the tune of approx 70,000/- (seventy thousand)

2) Shops auction notice

Secretary circulated the draft copy of the proposed auction of shops and the suggestions received . The EC after some discussion decided that the notice may be issued for auction of shops taking cognizance of the suggestions made by  the members some of which were approved

3) Date for GBM

Secretary informed EC that as per bye laws, GBM needs to be convened within a year and proposed 2nd of July as a probable date. EC after some discussion decided that GBM may be convened on 16th of July, 2006.

4) Safal outlet

Secretary  informed that EC while deciding the purpose of shops in CC-II generally agreed that there is a need for a vegetable outlet in the complex and proposed that a Safal outlet can be got opened (as they have already approached us for permission) just by the side of the gate no.2. After some discussion, taking cognisance of the security aspect decided by majority that it is not advisable to open safal outlet in the complex. Instead if required  safal may be requested to open an outlet outside the gate, if possible.

5) Allowing of activities in parks

Secretary informed that Taekwando (a martial art) Association, Noida has approached him for permission to utilise one of the park for training of children of the society for which they will pay 25% of the remuneration they get, to the AOA. He also informed that, considering that it is a art, useful for the development of children he provisionally allowed them to use one of the park for this purpose. Some members expressed fears that this will open a pandoras box and must be restricted to the extent possible. Considering the sentiments of the EC  members, EC decided that a sub-committee may look in detail into all the aspects of allowing activities in parks and submit its report for its consideration. Till then any activity in the parks may be stopped.

6) Minutes of meeting with resident members held on 19/2/06

While taking up of this item secretary informed that a large area has been encroached by the members/residents involved in temple construction which needs to be removed immediately he also put before EC a letter received from CGEWHO regarding this. Some members opined that as AOA promised all possible help in puja sthal construction, no such action that may hurt the sentiments of the resident members, which may lead to law and order problem, need be taken. Where as others felt that no such promise was made, which was confirmed by the President However, all members felt that the temporary boundary erected need to be removed forthwith. EC decided that as this is a sensitive issue and needs to be dealt with diligently, a full scale discussion may be taken up in the next meeting and decide once for all about the issue.
