MINUTES OF 27th MEETING OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 

    The Executive Committee met at 10.00 A.M. on Sunday the 17th Jun.,2006 in Community Centre-I, due to very poor attendance postponed by 30minutes and meeting started at 10.30 AM.  List of members who attended the meeting is enclosed. 

1)  Approval of minutes of the previous meeting:

 The draft minutes of the 26th meeting which were circulated were approved with some corrections.

2)    Approval of Expenditure for May 06
Treasurer presented the receipt and expenditure statement for the period 1/5/06 to 31/5/06. The closing balance as on 30.4.06 was 64,46,745. During the discussion, members felt the term permanent assets shown in the statement need to be defined. It was decided that J.S. (Finance) may look into it and come up with a proposal. It was also decided that Rs.500/- honorarium  may also be paid to the office boys. EC discussed the issue of recovery of subscription dues and decided that a team consisting of Treasurer, JS-2, JS(Finance) may visit the concerned flats and request the residents to pay the dues. After some discussion, EC approved the expenditure subject to audit.

3) Discussion on final stand of EC on construction of pujasthal

EC took cognizance of the existence of structures erected by some residents. Secretary informed that in the recent past, efforts by some residents to extend the existing structures was stopped by calling police. EC agreed that there is need for a pujasthal within the complex and felt that CGEWHO should have made a provision for one while planning such a large complex. EC therefore decided that CGEWHO may be requested to take up the matter with concerned authorities to earmark a place for pujasthal preferably at the place where some religious entities were already placed. It was also decided to freeze the area where a temporary boundary erected by some residents and not allow any construction/encroachment inside or outside this boundary. EC also decided to takeover the administration of the pujasthal through an administrative council. The administrative council will also try to optimize  the area and reduce the area within the boundary.

Furhter, EC also decided that out of the Rs. 25,000/- withheld from the Feb. bill of the security agency, Rs. 20,000/-  may be released.

    4)  Finalization if amendments to bye laws, if any

EC deliberated at length the proposed amendments by members and finalized amendments are enclosed.

Agenda items 4,5& 6 were deferred due to time constraints.

 7) Any other item with the permission of chair

Secretary informed that an advertisement has been given for the AMC for 93 lifts in the complex. (The 40 lifts of Phase IV were included as it was informed that their AMC expired on 15 Jun and OTIS was requested to continue maintaining the lifts pendidng decision of EC). Five proposals are received which were scrutinized by the Electrical Dept./Committee and a comparative statement was prepared (copy enclosed) and recommended that AMC may be given to OTIS/KONE. EC after some discussion decided that as price quoted by OTIS is far lower than that of KONE, AMC may be awarded to OTIS after further negotiations by office bearers.

The meeting ended at 4.30 P.M. with a vote of thanks to the chair.
