FIFTH MEETING OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF KENDRIYA VIHAR-II APARTMENT OWNERS’ ASSOCIATION, SECTOR-82, NOIDA.


The Executive Committee met at 10 A.M. on 21st August,2005 in Community Centre,, Kendriya Vihar-II, Sector-82, noida.

1. Approval of the minutes of third and fourth meetings.


The Executive Committee approved the minutes of the third and fourth meetings. On reference of celebration of Independence Day, some members raised certain irregularities observed in flag fhoisting ceremony and desired that in future there should not be recurrence of those matter which might cause a sense of distrust and misunderstanding among the members of the Committee. S/Shri Vishal Garg and A.D.Thomas were of the view that the minutes of the meetings of the Committee should invariably reflect the dissenting voices particularly while taking policy decisions by the Committee. The Committee agreed to the proposal.

2. Review of the works done by the various Departments/Sub-Committees.


Thereafter, the Committee made an assessment of the performance of the various Departments constituted  for specific purposes. Shri Gautam Dev, on behalf of the Department on Water apprised that the work on cleaning of overhead tanks would start in phased manner. He placed his plan to execute the task. S/Shri Vishal Garg and Rajeev informed the Committee about the cleaning of the complex and stage of gardening. Shri Rajeev made a proposal that henceforth, whosoever would be engaged for gardening, would also be asked to perform the task comprehensively so as to perform the work uninterruptedly. Expressing satisfaction, the Committee agreed that drainage system needs to be improved further as water generally gets stagnated and consequently a lot of dirt and filth is accumulated giving rise to mosquito breeding etc. The Committee also considered the proposal for employing a person having expertise in cleaning the chocked drains subject to the condition decided by the Executive Committee. Then, the Committee took stock of security of the complex and after some discussion this issue, decided that the performance of the existing agency should be kept under check for at least two months so as to enable it to get adjusted to the new regulations recommended by the Department on Security.  Thereafter, if the work is not found satisfactory, the agreement in force may be terminated as per the terms and conditions.

3. Ban on entry of Call Centers’ vehicles and School buses in the complex.

 The Committee observed that there has been an increase in number of Call Centers’ vehicles entering the premises of the Apartment and it has caused safety threat as to the residents as these vehicles are generally driven rashly and negligently.  Besides, drivers and other accompanying persons, sometimes reportedly indulge in activities which may disrupt the orderly living.  Viewed in the light of these observations, the committee decided to ban the entry of Call Centre vehicles inside the Complex from 1st September, 2005.

The Committee then held discussion on the school buses enter the complex and run on the inner roads endangering safety and damaging the roads.  After some discussion, the committee decided to allow only the small vans carrying children studying up to primary classes and ban entry of larger buses which carry senior classes. Students.  It was also decided to restrict the movement of school buses to the  peripheral region of the complex only.

4. Review of charges of utilization of the Community Centre for holding religious functions.

The Committee considered some representations moved by members/residents for revising the charges of utilization of the Community Cent5re for organizing religious functions. After some deliberations, it was decided that the issue be discussed thoroughly in the next meeting of the Committee.

5. Commercial Activities in the complex

The Committee took note of the fact that in some flats, residents have started Commercial activities which is in contravention of the provisions of the Bye-laws of Association.  After some discussion, the Committee decided to take up this issue in the next meeting to be held on  Saturday, the 27th August, 2005
